Physical Consequences of Depression (anznuiickuii a3biK)

Depression is frequently present in patients with diabetes. Perhaps this link is not so
surprising in view of the glucose requirement for normal brain function. Nevertheless, it would
appear that depression is more common in patients with diabetes than with other chronic diseases
in which there is equal psychological disability. Again, there is a shortage of adequately
controlled prospective studies to determine whether the link between depression and diabetes is
casual or co-incidental. Eaton and co-workers have provided the most convincing evidence by
showing that in population of 3481 adults followed for up to 13 years, 5.2 % developed type 2
diabetes. Major depression in particular, predicted a risk ratio of 2.23. This prediction was
independent of age, gender, socioeconomic status, body weight or the presence of other
psychiatric disorders. These investigators also reported that there was no apparent link between
diabetes and less severe forms of depression.

In another detailed study by Kawakami et al., 2764 male subjects were studied over a period
of 8 years. It was reported that those with moderate to severe depression were also twice as
likely to suffer from type 2 diabetes as those who were not depressed. When depressed patients
were investigated for the possible causal relationship between depression and diabetes, it was
found that depressed patients have a significantly higher glucose concentration and a larger
cumulative response than control subjects; this indicated there was insulin resistance. There was
no difference between the depressed patients and their controls in terms of their response to
glucagon. There is some evidence that effective treatment with antidepressants restores normal
glucose tolerance.

The neuroendocrine axis as a cause of physical ill-health in depressed patients.
Hypercortisolaemia is a frequent feature of major depression and contributes to insulin resistance
in muscles, liver and adipose tissue. The mechanism involves changes in glucose transport and
insulin receptor sensitivity.

Der Alkoholkonsum bleibt nicht ohne gesundheitliche und soziale Nebenwirkungen:
Rund 40 Prozent der Jugendlichen berichten von Kopfschmerzen durch Alkohol, 30 Prozent
haben sich erbrochen, 14 Prozent hatten Schwierigkeiten mit der Polizei, und rund 5 Prozent
gaben an, wegen einer Alkoholvergiftung behandelt worden zu sein.

Die angegebenen Beweggriinde fiir den Alkoholkonsum sind vielfaltig, oftmals sind sich
die Jugendlichen dariiber gar nicht im Klaren. Es kénnen drei Motivbiindel unterschieden
werden, die allerdings nur einen Teil der Griinde einschlieBen:

Mit Alkohol lasst sich die Zeit in einer Gruppe aufregender verbringen.

Die anderen trinken auch, und man will sich anpassen.

Durch Alkohol lassen sich negative Gefiihle betduben.

Fir die Jugendlichen ist es einfach, an die Droge Alkohol zu gelangen, typische
Bezugsquellen sind Freunde (49 Prozent) und Eltern (26 Prozent), aber auch Kioske (38 Prozent)
und Supermérkte (18 Prozent).

Das Wissen liber Alkohol und seine Folgen ist gering. So unterschétzt iiber die Hélfte der
Befragten deutlich den Alkoholgehalt von Bier. 31 Prozent halten die Aussage fiir richtig, dass
nur alte und arme Menschen an Alkoholismus erkranken.

Epilepsie

Epilepsie - une maladie chronique, caractérisée par des troubles récurrents du cerveau,
généralement sous la forme d'attaques de l'inconscience avec des convulsions ou sans eux, et
accompagné par une variété de changements de personnalité.

La base de I'épilepsie est anormal activité bioélectrique du cerveau, qui peut se produire
dans une zone particuliere définie (foyer épileptique), et s'est ensuite propagée a lI'ensemble du
cerveau (généralisation de la décharge).
Une seule saisie ne permet pas encore de parler de la présence de 1'épilepsie comme une maladie.
Perte de conscience avec des convulsions ou une autre forme de saisie peut se produire sous
l'influence de différents facteurs et ne se reproduira jamais.

Quelle est la cause de 1'épilepsie? La cause de I'épilepsie peut étre une 1ésion cérébrale qui
se produit dans la période périnatale ou tard dans la vie. Le plus souvent, cette blessure, et les
personnes agées - une ischémie cérébrale. La plupart des cas d'épilepsie identifiés chez les
enfants, n'a aucune raison établie, ce type est défini comme primaire (idiopathique) €pilepsie.
L'apparition de convulsions a I'dge adulte, généralement associée a une maladie particuliére - une
épilepsie symptomatique. Une des causes les plus fréquentes de la maladie chez les adultes est
¢galement de l'alcool - les saisies se produisent généralement apreés une interruption inattendue
de la consommation d‘alcool.

Selon la classification internationale, qui se distingue généralisées et partielles (locale)
des saisies. Dans les crises généralisées décharge bioélectrique couvre seulement les deux
hémispheres du cerveau, partielles - partie d'un hémisphére du cerveau.

La crise d'épilepsie la plus fréquente chez I'adulte est généralisée des saisies soi-disant
grands (tonico-cloniques), ou tonico-clonique. Elle se manifeste par une perte soudaine de
conscience et tomber malade. Immédiatement aprés la chute il ya une tension tonique accrue des
muscles du corps, de sorte que souvent l'inclinaison de la téte en arricre et redresser les membres.
Le patient ne respire pas, ce qui entraine une cyanose augmente progressivement de la peau.

Depression in the elderly (anrauniickuii s3b1K)

The diagnosis of clinical depression in individuals who are elderly is quite common.
Now, that does not mean however that it is normal. Depression in late-life is believed to affect
around six million Americans who are 65 years of age or older. But merely ten percent will be
treated for depression. The reason for this is probably that the elderly usually display symptoms
of depression differently. It is frequently confused with effects of having many illnesses as well
as the drugs and medications used in treating them. Later life depression usually co-exists with
disabilities as well as other medical problems. Depression in elderly individuals tends to last
long, double risk of cardiac diseases, increases risk of death from illness and reduces elderly’s
ability to rehabilitate. Symptoms and signs of depression in the elderly include the following:
sadness, fatigue, losing interest in hobbies, social withdrawal, weight loss, loss of appetite, sleep
disturbances and increased use of alcohol and drugs. The 2 most important ways for the elderly
to help themselves out of depression include physical activity and interaction with others.

Depression (HemMenkuii si3bIK)

Depression ist eine Stresserkrankung. Sie nimmt meist in einer Lebenskrise ihren Anfang.
Oft sind die Betroffenen aber bereits vorbelastet durch schlimme Kindheitserfahrungen wie den
Verlust der Eltern oder Vernachldssigung. Wer sich in frilhen Lebensjahren hilflos fiihlte und
wem es an Geborgenheit und Sicherheit mangelte, dem fillt es im Erwachsenenalter oft schwer,
in Belastungssituationen selbstbewusst zu handeln statt zu verzweifeln. Depression ist
mangelnde psychische Belastbarkeit. Eine Depression setzt die Fahigkeit des Organismus herab,
sich flexibel den stindig wechselnden Anforderungen aus der Umwelt anzupassen.

Zwei Regulationssysteme, die im gesunden Organismus eine flexible Reaktion auf
psychischen und physischen Stress ermdglichen, sind nach heutigem Forschungsstand bei einer
Depression gestort: erstens das autonome Nervensystem, das den Korper entweder auf
Reaktionsbereitschaft und Habtachtstellung oder auf Ruhe und Verdauung einstellt; zweitens die
neurochemische Achse zwischen Gehirn und Nebenniere, die den Pegel des im Organismus stets
prasenten ,,Stresshormons" Kortisol reguliert.



UNE THERAPEUTIQUE (¢ppaHiy3cKuii si3bIK)

Des experiences menees en France et a 1" etranger fendent a demontrer le caracture
benefique de la presence animale. Le docteur Auge Condoret, president de I association
francaise d'information et de recherche sur I'animal de compagnie, a constate dans une
maternelle de Bordeaux que le contact des chiens et des chats rendait les enfants timides moine
renfermee et les enfants agressifs plus gentils. Il se propose de creer un centre specialise qui
donnera I'occasion aux enfants difficiles d'un contact plus frequent avec le monde animal. Selon
un psychiatre amiiricain, la presence animale a un effet apaisant sur les personnes qui presentent
des troubles cardio-vaseulalres de caractere psychosomatique. Le simple fait 'de caresser un
chien entraonerait une baisse de la tension arterielle. L'Anglais Roger Mugford specialiste du
comportement animal, constate pour sa part que les personnes Bgees placiies dans des maisons de
retraite se portent bien mieux quand elles ont a s'occuper d'une plante eu d'un animal.
