Florence Nightingale often worked for twenty-four hours on end dressing
wounds, helping surgeons in their operations, easing the pain of the sick,
comforting the dying. Every night, carrying a little oil lamp to light her way,
she walked by the beds, four miles of them. To the soldiers she was "The
Lady with the Lamp”, and they worshipped her.
Florence Nightingale changed the whole system of the hospital
organization of the army. She wrote books on nursing.

Nurses may
specialize in a particular field and help treat patients with specific illnesses or
needs. Nurses can focus on treating one type of patients, such as babies or
children. They can also focus on one type of problem. Some focus on helping
doctors during surgery. Others work in emergency rooms or intensive care
units. Nurses work in hospitals, health centers, schools, workplaces, summer
camps, and with the military. The progress of medical science and the
introduction of specialized equipment have resulted in the job of the nurse
